Charlie Chaplin was born in London, England in 1889. His parents were very poor and couldnʼt take care of him. So he went to an orphanage. 
At the age of five he started acting and soon became very successful. In 1912 he moved to America. His first movie was "Making a Living" (1914). His first full-length film was “The Kid” (1921).

His silent films were brilliant works of art. Without words, with his face and body, he could say everything. In 1929 he even won an Oscar for his film "The Circus". 
In 1929 the age of silent films came to an end. The “talkies” arrived. They were very different from silent films and the public loved them of course. But Chaplin didnʼt like “talkies”, he didnʼt want to work in them. But in 1952 he released the “talkie” “Limelight” which added to his fame.
In 1952 he moved to Switzerland. In 1972 he returned to Hollywood to get one more Oscar for his contributions to movies. In 1975 he got the title of the Knight of the British Empire. 

He died in 1977 in Switzerland. 

Nowadays Charlie Chaplin is one of the most famous English actors. And we cannot imagine him without large shoes, a bowler hat, a cane and moustaches. His most popular films are “The Circus”, “The Gold Rush” (1925), “The City Lights” (1931), “Modern Times” (1936), “The Great Dictator” (1940), “A King in New York” (1957), “A Countess from Hong Kong” (1967).
