Education in Britain.

The system of education in Britain is determined be the National Educational Acts. Scotland and Northern Ireland have their own systems of education. 

Most of schools are free. But there are a lot of public schools. They pay for the education there. The fees are rather high. Only rich families send their children to public schools. There are some ‘grammar schools’ in Britain where children must pass entrance exams. In secondary schools you must not pass exams. 

All the subjects are divided into two groups: Arts and Sciences. There are also general education subjects. Computers play an important role. 

Compulsory education lasts 11 years. At the age of 7, 11, 14 and 16 children take exams. After 16 many students stay at school and then enter a university or an institute. Special people at school advise them where to enter.
